4. PARTICIPATION METHODS 

4.1. All the participating member associations may send teams to participate 
in the Championships. All athletes participating in this competition should 
be 21years old or below.  Born on or after 7 December 1997. 
 

4.2. Each team may send only two (2) athletes to participate for each 
individual event. For Duilian (Dual Event) each team may register at the 
most one (1) team for Male and Female Duilian event which consists of 
two/three players for the event (No Mix Genders). 

 
4.3. Competitors are required to hand in: Health Certificate (including electro-

cardiogram, pulse and blood pressure). The Health Certificate is only valid 
if it has been issued within a period of sixty (60) days prior to the 
competition.   All competitors must possess a Valid Life Insurance 
Certificate. 
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5. COMPETITION METHOD 

5.1. The Competition shall be individual competition. 
 

5.2. The competition will be conducted in accordance with the newest edition 
of the “Rules for International Taolu Competition” endorsed by the IWUF.  

 
5.3. The right of interpretation of the Rules rests solely with the IWUF. In a 

case of disagreement with the interpretation of the Rules, the Chinese 
Text shall prevail. 

 
6. COSTUMES AND EQUIPMENT 

6.1. Competitors shall wear required Taolu competition costumes during all 
the events. 
 

6.2. All equipment and facilities at the competition and training sites must be 
in conformity with the Competition Rules. 

 
6.3. Competitors shall bring their own competition apparatus for their 

respective events. 
 

7. PLACING AND AWARDS 
The top three places of each event will be awarded as follows: 
1st Place                                Gold Medal and Certificate 
2nd Place                               Silver Medal and Certificate 
3rd Place                                Bronze Medal and Certificate

9. TECHNICAL MEETING 

Each participating team can send 1 taolu judge to the event. The meeting of team 
managers and coaches will be held at 9:00am on 6th December 2018 at the Green 
Room Indoor Stadium.  Each team may send two (2) representatives to attend 
the meeting, at which matters concerning the competitions will be announced. 

 
10. DRAWING-LOTS CEREMONY 

The drawing-lots ceremony will be conducted by the Wushu Federation of 
Brunei Darussalam Technical Committee at 10:00am on 6th December 2018. 
Each team may send two (2) representatives to attend the ceremony. The Wushu 
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Federation of Brunei Darussalam Technical Committee will draw lots on behalf 
of the teams that are unable to send representatives. 

  
11. DOPING TEST  

Banned drugs are strictly prohibited. During the Championships, doping tests 
will be conducted on selected athletes and all associations shall cooperate with 
the officers. In a case of any doping violation, the athlete’s results will be 
nullified. 
 

12. OTHER MATTERS 
12.1. Each team shall strictly abide by the rules and regulations of the 

competition and compete fairly. 
 
12.2. Those who violate the rules and regulations will be dealt with according 

to the regulations of the IWUF. 
 
12.3. Each team is required to bring the following: 

12.3.1. Three (3) national flags or regional flags (1m x 2m) 
12.3.2. The national anthem or federation song on CD 
12.3.3. Three (3) color photos (passport size) per team member 
12.3.4. Health Certificate and Life Insurance Certificate for Taolu athletes
